Grade 5 - Social Studies:  First Peoples’ Histories

Overview

Students explore First Peoples’ ways of life in Canada before and during their early contact with Europeans through their stories, artifacts, and researching the six diverse groups of First Peoples.  Students develop a time lines and maps as part of their research. Students compose multimedia stories depicting the life and culture of First Peoples. Students share and compare the lives of the diverse First Peoples that they have studied. Stories are read and revised then published on the class Home Page for others to read and enjoy. 

Activate

Students browse a display of artifacts and Aboriginal stories. On an Exit slip, students list at least three questions (P-1.2) they would like to find answers to, a story they would like to read or have read to them and an interesting symbol or drawing. Read a favourite Aboriginal story to the class (without showing any pictures); ask students to draw pictures to illustrate the story. Encourage students to use a style that they think would complement the story. 

Teacher Note: 

· The students’ drawings will provide an indication of what they know about Aboriginal art. 
· Students can email their questions to the teacher (C-2.1)
· Students may use painting or drawing tools (Pr-1.2)

Invite an Aboriginal Elder to share a story from his/her history.  After a class discussion about the story, students record three things they know in the ‘K’ section of a KWL black line master (P-1.1) and list three things they want to learn (P-1.2) in the ‘W’ section.  

Teacher Note: If an Aboriginal Elder is not available, choose a story from a web site to listen to (G-1.1) or read together.

Working with a partner, students visit the Canadian Geographic web site (G-1.1) as an introduction to the six major groups of First Peoples. In an electronic journal (G-1.3) students list the names of the six groups, a description of the region of the country where they live, two interesting facts about each group and include a hyperlink to a map outlining their territories. After a class discussion, student pairs decide which First People’s group they will research.

Teacher Note: 

· Make sure that all six groups will be researched. 

· Select one group to use as a model.

· Remind students to start a bibliography. (G-1.2, E-2.3)

Acquire

Using the electronic map (I-1.1) outlining the six First People’s territories, model how to interpret and construct maps (Pr-1.2) that include a title, legend, compass rose, grid, and scale. Students learn about and use latitude and longitude to locate and describe the First People’s territories.

As a class decide on the categories (G-2.3) of information about the First People’s groups that are to be researched. With a partner, using pre-selected print and electronic sources (G-1.1), students modify the plan modelled by the teacher (P-2.1) and research (G-2.1, G-2.2, G-2.4) information, artifacts, and art as well to find answers to important questions they have raised in their Exit Slips. Students use an application of their choice to organize (G-2.3) their notes and images.

Teacher Notes:

· The categories of information should be based on the social studies outcomes.

· Using a word processor and a graphic organizer for notetaking, model how the research is to be done by choosing one of the First People’s group and working through the steps of an inquiry as a class.

Using appropriate software (Pr-2.1), model how to create a timeline, which includes important dates and events in the history of the First Peoples’ group you have chosen to model to the class. Use the timeline as an outline for planning a true story.  

Model how to write (Pr-1.2) and revise (Pr-2.2) the story of a group of First Peoples following the timeline and using information from the notes researched by the class. 

Insert appropriate images or students’ original drawings to illustrate the story. 

Involve students in establishing criteria (Pr-1.1) for final products they are to produce. 

Teacher Note:

· Either a table in a word processing application or cells of a spreadsheet are suitable to enter data. Discuss with students which one would best represent a timeline.

· Review the use of copyrighted resources with students if using images other than their own (G-1.2, E-2.3)

· You may consider making a comprehensive timeline that includes dates and events for all the First People’s groups. Each group can be included using a different colour.

Apply

Using appropriate software (Pr-2.1), student pairs write (Pr-1.2), revise (Pr-2.2) and illustrate (Pr-1.2) a multimedia true story about the First Peoples’ group they have researched. Students include a timeline and map in their final products. Students share (C-1.2) and discuss their final products with the class. Working as a class and using a Venn diagram, students compare (Pr-2.3) their products to find the similarities and differences among First Peoples. Students reflect on their products and on using ICT to learn (R-2.1).

Teacher Note:

· A comprehensive timeline lends itself well to a comparison (Pr-2.3)

· Allow time for students to share their story in collaborative groups (Co-2.1) and ask for feedback in order to revise and enhance their stories. (Pr-2.2)

· Guide students to reflect on using ICT to learn.
