First, you need a plan.
Think of an action you would like your character(s) to perform. (run, jump, scratch, ?????_
Write or draw a brief description of what your movie will be about including the narration or dialogue.

Step 2:  Take pictures of your scene. Place the characters on the set and take continue to take a picture of each movement.

Import these onto the computer into a file folder.

Step 3.  Open MovieMaker.

1. Import your pictures.

2. Drag them in the correct order into the storyboard.

3. Click on timeline and select the first picture. If you move your cursor to the right border of the picture, it will turn into a red arrow allowing you to decrease its size. Do this and play the movie, adjusting the timing until the animation moves smoothly.

4. When done, you may insert a title slide and credits.

5. By clicking on the microphone, you can record the narration to follow the movie.
6. Be sure to SAVE your project.
