
ROLLING RIVER SCHOOL DIVISION PROPOSED 2010 / 2011 BUDGET 

The priorities of the Division budget continue to be maintaining quality educational programs to meet the needs of all students in a safe and 
positive environment. In developing the 2010-2011 proposed budget, the Board of Trustees reviewed programs, staffing levels, technology 
needs, building maintenance priorities and  the school bus replacement plan and has considered the long range impact on the Division of 
continued declining enrollment.  
 

Expenditures:  Salaries and benefits continue to make up approximately 80% of the expenditure budget. The Division continues to face 
infrastructure challenges related to maintaining a school bus transportation fleet, aging school buildings and technology. The Board of 
Trustees are proposing a budget with limited additions.  
 

Revenue:  The Division projects an overall increase in Provincial Education funding from the 2009/2010 Budget and the Province of 
Manitoba has maintained a guarantee of funding at 2% above the actual Funding for Schools Support for 2009/2010.  The Division  estimates 
increases in revenue from other sources, most significantly tuition revenue from enrollment of Federal Government and First Nations 
students.   

Tax Incentive Grant 
The Tax Incentive Grant (TIG) has been made available to Schools Divisions by the Province of Manitoba in each of the past three funding 
years. The TIG is designed to encourage school divisions to maintain the increase in tax levies at the rate of assessment growth of the 
previous year. The Rolling River School Division accepted the 2008 TIG of $383,984 which was applied directly to reduce the 2008 Special 
Levy and subsidize property taxes payable. To maintain student programs, appropriate staff levels, satisfactory facilities and provide 
appropriate pupil transportation services, the Division did not accept the 2009 TIG.  
 

Proposed 2010/2011 Budget: The Province of Manitoba continues to offer the TIG to eligible School Divisions.  2010 is a reassessment 
year and to accept the TIG the Rolling River School Division must maintain an increase in the Special Levy of 2.1% or less (the annual 
average of growth in property assessment from 2006 to 2009). The Division’s 2010 TIG is $763,891 which is an increase of $379,907 over 
the 2008 TIG of $383,984. The Division is proposing to accept the 2010 TIG. 

School Property Taxes, Special Levy and Mill Rate 
Property Values are re-assessed every four years in Manitoba. In 2010, municipalities, towns and School Divisions use these re-assessed 
values as the basis for determining property taxes. The Rolling River School Division portioned assessment increased overall from 2009 by 
38%.  Specific percentage increases over the 2009 assessment in different property categories are as follows:  

Residential 44%    Farm 24%    Commercial 40% 

The proposed budget reduces the 2009 mill rate of 22.59 to 16.7 mills for 2010 (decrease of approximately 26.1%). However, as reassessed 
property values are used as the basis for property taxes, and these values increased significantly through re-assessment, the actual increase 
or decrease in actual taxes will be impacted by the change to actual re-assessed value of properties compared to 2009 values. Based on the 
Proposed Budget, the increase in the 2010 Property Tax / Special Levy will be 2.1 %.  As the overall assessment in the Rolling River School 
Division has increased by 38% from 2009, the effect of reassessment on individual properties will be as follows:   
  

 A  property, whose assessed value for 2010 has increased by 38% will:  

• have an increase of approximately 2.1% in education property taxes over 2009.  

• if the increase in assessment over 2009 is more than 38%, the property will have an increase greater  
 than 2.1% in education property taxes.  

• if the assessed value over 2009 is increased less than 38%, the property will have either an increase  
 less than 2.1% or possibly a decrease in education property taxes.
