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Community Report 2008-2009

Another successful year has come and gone at Forrest Elementary.  The following report to community is a summary of the school’s yearly plan as it relates to goals outlined by staff earlier in the school year. As with every school year, this one was busy as it relates to the many activities and initiatives undertaken by staff and students at Forrest Elementary.  Staff and students have been successful at achieving and continuing initiatives and that will ultimately assist in planning for 2009-2010.

This school year one of the five priorities for staff related to the development of a student leadership team. This team has been put in place in 08-09 and has had a very successful year planning activities working in the canteen and volunteering throughout the school.

With phase one of our play structure in place, this goal has been met and fundraising activities are very close to helping facilitate the second phase of construction on our playground.   New swings will also be installed in the fall of 09.

Staff worked throughout the year at improving learning outcomes for students in the areas of literacy, numeracy, and technology and has achieved this through a variety of programs and curriculum. Tools for meeting and measuring student achievement included DIAL, SuccessMaker, Later Literacy, BATL/LwICT and the human resource support of EA’s.   As these are ongoing, staff will be constantly looking at new and better ways to evolve strategies to improve outcomes, so professional development for staff is perhaps the most important strategy outlined in the 08-09 planning process.

Communication was a priority this year and staff and students worked diligently to support improving communication in the school.   Communication strategies included but were not limited to-student agendas, school web site, student email accounts and parent teacher interviews. All of these strategies supported improved communication between all stakeholders in the school community.

As the discussion continues around the school nutrition policy, staff is committed to finalizing a school- based nutrition plan by December of 2009 with the idea of full implementation for September 2010.
