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Cell Phone use at Minnedosa Collegiate

Student use of cell phones at M.C.I. is always a hot topic for discussion.  We 
see that it is an invaluable medium for parents to communicate with their sons/
daughters and vice versa.  We allow our students to use their phones at 
breaks, lunch, and before and after school so that they can communicate with 
those they need to. 
 
Classroom use of cell phones is where concerns arise.  We ask our students not to take their 
phones to class as they are disruptive, distracting, and can be used for cheating on tests.  Our 
current practice is to confiscate cell phones if used in class, and parents are notified and must 
pick the phones up from the office.  If confiscated a second time, the phones must be dropped 
off at the office every morning and picked up at the end of the day. 
 
A question about financial responsibility was raised recently.  Who is responsible for cell phones 
and MP3 players at the school?  If each student has both, we could have approximately 
$106,000.00 worth of electronics in the school each day.  Subsequently, it is important to note 
that the school will not be responsible for these products. 
 
Please talk to your sons/daughters about appropriate use of electronics at school—as cell 
phones and MP3’s are here to stay.  Some schools and divisions are banning them completely 
from school property but my preference would be for students to use etiquette when bringing 
electronics to school.

MINUTES of ANNUAL GENERAL MEETING 

TANNER’S CROSSING SCHOOL 

 

The meeting was called to order by Lorraine Russell at 7:30 p.m. 

 

Lorraine welcomed all and introduced the executive who were present: Lorraine Russell - President, Sandi Hamel – Vice president, 
Janice Dalton – Publicity, Band Director – Barb Dowsett. Those expressing their regrets were Allison Bardsley – Fundraising and 
Susan Glasgow - Secretary.  Janice took the minutes. 

 

Lorraine circulated the October 5, 2006 minutes and those attending read them.  Norm Sims moved the adoption of the previous AGM 
as read and Mary Lou Lester seconded it. 

 

Lorraine gave an overview of the association indicating that the major role of the executive is to support the band program and band 
director and attend about 5 meetings a year.  This involves organizing help with fundraising efforts throughout the year and assisting 
the band director with concerts, and field trips. Money raised goes towards purchasing new instruments and repairing instrument rent-
als and supporting students financially with band trips and camps. 

 

The treasurer’s report will be circulated via the TCS and MCI November newsletter along with the minutes of the Oct. 4, 2007 meeting. 

 

Our current band program consists of 176 students, 76 who are seniors.  Last year the Band Parent Association purchased two low 
brass instruments. A grant has been applied for by the band parent association for new instruments and equipment. Money from the 
division paid for new chimes, which cost over $5,000 and all instrument repairs last year and will go towards replacing old instruments 
in the coming year. 

 

Concert dates have been included in the student band handout from Mrs. Dowsett at the beginning of the year.  Included are the 
Brandon Festival of the Arts, Grade 6 Brandon beginner band clinic, and a division band concert under a big tent at Tanner’s Crossing 
Park in Minnedosa.  Other performers throughout the division will be invited to perform at the concert. 

 

Our current jazz program includes 30 students and they have already been booked to play at Ladies Night Out, Chipperfield’s, and the 
Brandon Jazz Festival.  The Senior band will perform at the Remembrance Day service, and the Winnipeg Optimist Festival. An appli-
cation to attend the Banff Festival for the spring band trip has been submitted. 

 

Several thank you cards from students who were awarded International Band Camp Scholarships were passed around and Emily 
Hamel spoke glowingly of her experiences at camp giving the parents an idea of the benefits of such and experience. 

 

Peer tutoring is encouraged between senior and beginner students, which is rewarding for all students and very helpful to Mrs. 
Dowsett.  Private lessons are available in Brandon or a teacher will come to Minnedosa if there is enough interest. Parents were intro-
duced to the lesson books each student has which includes a CD.  Lunch rehearsals are Day 2 for grade 7/8 band and Day 4 for sen-
ior band. Honour Band applications are available for those who are interested. 

 

Barb thanked the executive and parents for all their help. 

 

A call for nominations to the executive from the floor was given.  All were in favour of keeping the present executive with a big thank 
you to Dawn Wolstenholme for voluntarily stepping in as treasurer.  As several of the executive members have children in their final 
year, there will be positions open for next year.  Parents who wish to find out more about what is involved are encouraged to give their 
name to Barb Dowsett or Lorraine Russell and may attend executive meetings throughout the year. Parent volunteers are needed 
on the phoning committee.  This is a small job nece ssary to get obtain information and chaperones for various concerts and 
events.  Please let Mrs. Dowsett know if you are in terested. 

 

Meeting was adjourned at 8:12.

Psych. Nurse Melanie Michalchuk, from Dauphin Regional Health 
Centre made presentations to MCI students and staff last Wed. and 
Thurs. October 17th and 18th.  Wanting to give back to the commu-
nity, Melanie approached Mr. Neil Whitley, Superintendent of 
RRSD, about delivering information on the use and abuse of Crystal 
Meth.  Melanie is very passionate about this subject and feels that 
the making, distribution and use of crystal meth have reached epi-
demic proportions, particularly in rural communities.  Melanie has 
two children in TCS and despite a very busy schedule, is deter-
mined to give presentations to all students and staff (grades 7-12) in 
the Rolling River School Division. 

 

Two years ago Mr. Whitley initiated a plan whereby all the counsel-
lors and Student Support Facilitators in RRSD, came together to 
develop hard hitting presentations about crystal meth. They deliv-
ered these presentations throughout the 2005/6 and 2006/7 school 
years.  As rural communities are at an increased risk of the dangers 
of Crystal Meth, Melanie’s presentations are very timely for the 
year 2007-2008. 

 

Melanie’s experience working with mentally ill and drug addicted 
patients, brought a new perspective to the topic.  Mrs. Elaine 

McNabb, school counselor, commented that  “Students were quiet 
and attentive throughout Melanie’s graphic presentations.  They 
were particularly interested in Melanie’s personal experiences 
working with patients admitted to the psych ward with crystal meth 
addictions.  These were people from the rural areas and not from 
big cities like Vancouver and Toronto.”  Long term effects such as 
psychosis and paranoia, panic reactions, speech and thought distur-
bances, memory loss, depression and decreased ability to experi-
ence pleasure naturally, as well as physical problems such as eye 
ulcers, skin abscesses, dental problems, anorexia and HIV, were 
prevalent in patients admitted to the psych. wards.  Although Dau-
phin is primarily an adult facility, patients as young as 14 have been 
admitted on a short term basis. 

 

 Melanie chose to speak to groups of 30 students at a time.  This 
meant that she had to make eight presentations to MCI students 
alone. MCI applauds Melanie for her dedication and wishes her 
continued success in this difficult but worthwhile endeavour.

Graduation Requirements—Mandatory Physical Education  
 

Currently students in Manitoba require 28 credits to graduate.  Next year, 2008-2009, the Department of Education 
has changed this requirement to reflect the mandatory Physical Education credit in grades 11 & 12.  This means that 
students will need 29 credits to graduate next year and in 2009-2010, students will require 30 credits to graduate.
