Research shows reading
comprehension is an
essential skill—one kids
depend on throughout
their school years and

Ask questions about reading
materials. “Why did the charac-
ter do that?” “What do you think
will happen next?” “How would
you summarize the story?”
Relate to reading. How does
your child relate to a story?
What would she do as the main
character? Has she experienced
anything similar in real life?
Connect stories to each other.
“This story was about trains.
Have you read any other books
about trains?”

Match reading to your child’s
abilities. If a book is too difficult
or frustrating for your child, try
something else. Talk with her
teacher about the best options.
Pick irresistible materials. If
your child has trouble finding
appealing books or magazines,
talk with her teacher. Consider
poetry and nonfiction.

Write about reading. Suggest
that your child write a book
review. Would she suggest the
book to others? Why or why not?
Limit TV. Too much screen time
can take away from important
activities, including reading.
Set—and consistently enforce—
reasonable limits.

Encourage reading. Aim for at
least 20 minutes of reading each
day. Enjoy reading together.
