TCS Head Lice Procedure 

At Tannerôs Crossing School, we respond in the following manner regarding the issue of students 

with Head Lice. 

TCS does not screen for head lice.  We rely on parents/guardians reporting to the school if their 

child contracts lice. 

Once it has been reported, all students in the affected classroom are given two documents: a short 

note informing parents/guardians that a case has been reported to the school; a longer document 

explaining to all parents/guardians treatment options, should their child be affected. 

We have found that it is our Grade 1 / 2 classes that seem to experience cases of Head Lice more 

often.  This also occurs during the winter months, when students are wearing to toques, mitts, ski 

pants, etc.  As a result, all Grade 1 / 2 students are given a white plastic bag in which to store their 

winter clothes.  The aim is to eliminate students sharing clothing, either on purpose or by accident.  

The bags are to stay at school so that when kids arrive, clothes are not coming into contact with 

those of their classmates.

The Importance of  

Reading With Your Child 

A recent Globe and Mail article entitled, 

òReading to your kids: even more important than you 

thinkó, raised some excellent points about the value of 

parents reading with their kids.  Studies that linked home 

reading at the primary level to academic success in high 

school were further backed up with data from Organization 

for Economic Co-operation and Development (OECD) sta-

tistics.   

The article in the Globe quoted a report that found, 

ñstudents whose parents often read books with them during 

their first year of primary school show markedly higher 

scores [on an international test] than students whose par-

ents read with them infrequently or not at all.ò   

Many of the comments on the report cards I signed last 

month had teachers asking parents to read with their chil-

dren for 15 minutes a day at home.  As you can see, there 

is concrete evidence that doing so can help your child aca-

demically.  As well, regular reading at home can instill an 

appreciation for books, and literacy is the cornerstone to 

success in other subjects, from Math to Science to Art.  

The ability to read and comprehend texts is a critical skill. 

Of course, developing reading skills in children happens 

because of a partnership between home and school.  One 

of Tannerôs school goals this year is literacy; teachers are 

working hard to develop studentsô reading skills as well as 

their own techniques to teach literacy.  Having kids read 

ñgood fitò books at home, which are at their reading level, 

supports what is happening in the classroom.  Students are 

challenged by literature in a controlled, school setting such 

as guided reading groups.  Teachers observe students in 

guided reading groups, identify key areas for development, 

and come up with targeted lessons to expand vocabulary 

and improve reading.  Finally, one of the most important 

benefits of reading at-level books at home is that students 

see that reading is enjoyable. If students are reading diffi-

cult books at home they can quickly get frustrated ï the 

concern is that they learn to associate reading as being 

ñhardò.
