
This past week saw our Anti-Bullying òWear Pinkó day take 
place on February 23.  Organized and promoted by TCSôs 
Letõs Stop It Now!  group, many students work pink items of 
clothing to school that day.  For those who didnôt, they were 
offered a handmade pink button made by the LS!N members 
for that day. 
 
At this point I think itôs important to talk about what constitutes 
bullying.  A common definition is, òA person is being bullied or 
victimized when he or she is exposed, repeatedly and over 
time, to negative actions on the part of one or more per-
sons.ò (from Bully-Proofing Your School, 2000)  Further, bul-
lying can be direct and/or indirect, and manifest itself in vary-
ing degrees of severity.  It is further complicated by access 
social media.  Essentially, if the aggressor knows that his or 
her behaviors are disturbing to the victim and continues the 
act, that is bullying. 
 
Where things get confusing is when ñnormal conflictò is mis-
taken for bullying.  We need to help students distinguish be-
tween the two, as conflict is a normal part of interpersonal 
relationships.  As well, with some situations, students can 
handle the issue on their own, with adult suggestions or guid-
ance; students can also learn new strategies to deal with 
conflict if their current response is not effective; and finally, 
bystanders can prevent themselves from being pulled into 
conflict situations, or even better, to take a stand against bul-
lying behaviors.  Again, from Bully-Proofing Your School: 
 
Normal peer conflict is characterized by the developmen-
tal level of the children involved.  Middle school adoles-
cents engage in conflicts which include angry hurtful 
remarks, gossip, note writing, [and now texts, MSN 

chats, and facebook posts], and derogatory sexual jokes.  
Their presence alone does not infer that a bully-victim 

problem exists. 
 

Regardless, whether the incident is normal conflict or bully-
ing, students should be encouraged to take an assertive re-
sponse to the situation.  ñIgnore it and itôll go awayò, seems to 
no longer be an effective method.  Students should feel reas-
sured that if they meet the issue head on, by saying, ñSTOPò, 
or, ñCut it out!ò, or similar, while looking the other person in 
the eye, then it will be clear that the behaviors are disturbing 
them.  Students can always approach any adult in the school 
for assistance; other strategies can be discussed or explored

Grade 5 to 8 Choir began in January but we unfortunately 
have not had the participation that we had hoped for after 
the initial signups.  Due to the lack of students participat-
ing, the administration and I have decided to end choir 
practices and revisit the possibility of forming a choir for 
the 2011-2012 school year. 
 

The Grade 1/2 classrooms and the Grade 3/4 classrooms 
will be in the Rolling River Festival this year in Minnedosa 
as choirs.  The scheduled day for their performances is 
April 6th.  Further information will be provided once the 
programs are available. 
 

Auditions were 
held and Grade 7 and 8 students will be practicing on 
Tuesdays and Wednesdays during the months of March 
and April after school until 5 oôclock.  Grade 6 students will 
be given the opportunity to perform in a dance number or 
be walk-on parts while the Grade 5 students will once 
again be our chorus.
