Well, I must say the computer wasnôt happy with my last paragraph.  It took me longer to make it do it wrong than it would have to just have done 
it correctly the first time. The students still think they are texting me an answer and donôt need to check their work. Not everyone is in this boat but 
some kids are and when they are asked to do work, they feel like they are in a sinking ship. Well parents, I think it is awesome when you read 
over their work. They should be proud of what they have written and if you reading it over and asking them to fix spelling or punctuation errors or 
even goofy sentences that they wrote while watching T.V. and doing homework because todayôs kids can multi-task and it doesnôt affect their 
worké.. Oops was that a run-on sentence? Did I have more than one idea in that sentence? Could I have read that with one breath or should I 

have made it into more than one sentence? Hmmmm.  

Mrs. Noonan has given us various things to do over the month. We have had to do some spelling activities, reading activities, writing activities, 
listening activities, speaking activities, viewing activities to help us to learn. Mrs. Noonan gives us time in class to do our assignments. Mrs. 
Noonan reminds us to use our time wisely, and not to talk. Mrs. Noonan reminds us to ask questions so that we know exactly what she wants.

Hmmmmmmmm are you seeing a problem? Well, some, not many of our students have not taken responsibility for their learning. If your child is 
not doing homework at home, ask them what they did today. Have your child write a note to the teacher asking them to say if they have all as-
signments due and expect the child to bring it home. Make sure your child is taking responsibility. If they donôt have homework, they could be 
doing some chores for you. Washing the dishes together with your child gives you half an hour to talk about what is going on at school. Raking 
the leaves with your child gives you hours of free time together and at the end you both feel like you accomplished a great task. They learn to 
value hard work and you get to enjoy spending time with that great and wonderful kid you are raising! (And now the leaves and dishes are done 

which helps you out too!) 

This will be my last rant as I am turning the job over to two or three students each month to write a column about us. This means that you and I 

will be watching our students grow up and mature into newspaper journalists.  

We finished the novel, The Outsiders.  Interestingly enough, it was a great book and they all enjoyed it, even though on day one they told me they 
werenôt going to like reading this old book. They loved reading it together. It is neat that kids will enjoy something if they give it a chance. I know 
education says they should read what they like and they will read more but I think that reading a book with a group and doing projects that you 
can get help from a buddy if you are stuck, is awesome. We did not have one student at the end say that this book sucks. Believe me; day one 
was like pulling teeth. Aw, do we have to read this old book? Why do we have to read this book? Now the kids are saying, ñhey that was really 

good!ò Can we read all our books together? Some still want to read on their own but they were going to want to read anyway. 

I sent home a ñQUIZZICALô in Math to be signed and corrected. If you child did a great job on the Quizzical, they wonôt be doing the test as they 
know the answers. If you child has not done well, or wants to redo the QUIZZICAL for better marks, they will have the opportunity for improve-
ment on the test. Once again, students found out that the answers were in the back of the book in Math.  If the student thought they shouldnôt 
have to do the work, (someone had already done it and who would know), they were wrong. Then along came the testé. Well, now they donôt 
know how to do the work. It is interesting that some students thought that hard work wouldnôt pay and chose the road not travelled. They found 
they hit obstacles and now are behind. Please encourage your child to do their work. The answers are in the back of the book to help them if they 
wonder ñhave I done it correctlyò. They look at the back and ñyes, I got that answerò or ñno, I didnôtò. If they got the wrong answer they can try it 

again or come see me in the morning. We will correct it together. 

Did you know that if your child has not completed assignments at the end of June that they get an incomplete for Grade 8? The assignments that 

are not done in June have to be completed before they get a mark. Even an assignment that is not done in September still has to be done.  

We have lots of time to get things done if we get busy in class and then finish up the product at home.  There is an opportunity at lunch to have 

extra help at Homework Club. The students need to be responsible. Please help me promote this with your childé 

As Lloyd Robertson stated, ñAnd so we have come to the end.
