Mrs. Noonan-Robinson's Classes 

 

Welcome back to school. We all are excited to get started. I am very excited to have an opportunity 
to work with great kids again this year. I believe each child can accomplish whatever he or she sets 
his or her mind to as long as they believe in themselves.  

I have worked in Junior High most of my teaching career. I have taught the last 5 years in the Grade 
3 and 4 area. I believe not all children get it the first time so they may need to ask questions in order 
to understand. It is like swimming lessons, not everyone is born a swimmer, but with practice     
everyone will learn to swim if they put the effort into learning how. (As I told the students, you may 
not get it the first or the fifth or the twentieth time, but keep asking and it will come).  Everyone 
learns at their own pace, but we must keep working to learn the outline curriculum by the Manitoba 
Government to allow our children the same opportunity as all the other children across Manitoba. 

This year, we will be learning about various themes in  English Language Arts. We will be learning 
to edit and review our work. It is really hard to read work that is not spelt correctly. In September/
October, we will learn about Respect. Students will be writing an essay to submit to the Royal Ca-
nadian Legion. I am looking forward to seeing their work and observing the respect they show for 
the people involved in the wars.  

We have a few things set in stone.  

>Every Thursday, students will present a TUSC item. I gave them a booklet and a list of all the jobs 
they have until March Break. Please be sure your child has his or hers done for Thursday. 

>Every Wednesday, students will be asked to hand in their completed spelling unit. It must be neat 
and tidy. (And Yes! Spelt correctly!) 

>Every morning students come in and I hand them a brain teaser. I believe they need to get the old 
brain back into working order. I then expect them to read a book. Make sure your child has a book 
to read. Every day you can begin the conversation with, "So what did you read today?" If they say 
"Nothing" then you know it is time to talk about being responsible and taking a book to school. That 
way communication is great for teens and parents. (As a parent myself, I make sure I ask what they 
did at school and if they say "Nothing" I offer to phone the school and talk to each teacher about 
why my child did not learn anything. :) Usually the conversation starts and I hear about the assign-
ments and various other things. 

>Day 2 is our library period. 

We will be starting the novel, The Outsiders, soon. When we do, please talk with your child about 
what is going on in the book. It is a great opportunity for you and your child to discuss our day. 
Throughout the year we will read short stories and as one child pointed out they are not all that 
short. If your child struggles with the assignment, please have him or her read the story out loud to 
you. This will help their reading fluency and comprehension (fluency is how the student reads and 
comprehension is if they understand what they read). Sometimes we use words that are not com-
mon so please remind me or your child if we use lingo that you do not understand. I do not under-
stand everything nor do I expect you or your child to understand everything. But I will ask so that I 
know what you are talking about. :) 

We will be working on Grammar. We had our first assignment on the second day of school. The stu-
dents had to work on synonyms, antonyms, and homonyms. Please be sure your child has a good 
dictionary or even a thesaurus so they can improve their work by using it to look up words they are 
spelling or to improve their writing. We discussed this in class. We would not want to hear the fol-
lowing:

Mrs. Noonan-Robinson continued.. 

Mary said, "Look at me I can sing." Mother said, " Yes Mary, you can sing. Can you sing other 
songs?" Mary said." I love to sing ..... Please have your child use synonyms if they use a word 
over and over in their writing. 

We will be working on writing this year. I expect the students to be able to write at least a page 
by grade 8. They don't need to ask how long it has to be because we talked about it. It needs to 
be long enough so that it is amazing and shows the best you can do. (Some things may be short-
er and some things will be longer. It will depend what we are doing and what is set out for 
them). 

In Math, we will be learning about numbers this unit. Students must have a pencil to do their 
work. Students must show their work of how they got the answers, because that is how they 
learn and also the answers are in the back of the book.  

We will learn about squares. Not the shape, but when you multiply a number by itself. Example 3 
X 3 = 9. At the beginning of every class I will give your child a list of the numbers from 1 to 25 
squared so that they can learn to memorize them. We had our first kick-at-the-cat and I see that 
not everyone remembers how to multiply. That is okay, if they practice they will know them. I am 
a firm believer that you get out of things what you put into them. They will get a minute and a 
half to fill in the blanks. If your child has nothing to do at home, please have him or her practice 
this then do the dishes. :) Or vacuum :) 

Social Studies is all about the ancient world and civilization. They have been working hard on 
finding out what the textbook was about. We will learn about the glossary, table of contents, and 
the index. I want the students to know how to find information and where to look. This is a lot of 
information and I am hoping that we will have the opportunity to do hands-on projects as well as 
pen and paper ones. Students will be expected to research things and learn how to give credit 
to the people who wrote it. Please help your child with writing things in their own words.  

Grade 7 & 8 Art will be working online first. We have already begun our first assignment. We 
talked about various kinds of line and how they make things look. Students are encouraged to 
do their best and make their assignment their own. I do not want them to make their work exact-
ly like mine nor do I want them to make it like someone else's. Art is the representation of the 
artist. This does not mean that if the student makes something and does not put effort into it 
that I won't ask him or her to redo it. I want to see the best work they are capable of.  

I look forward to working with your child and if you have any questions or concerns, please feel 
free to contact me at school at 867-2591. I will be at school during the lunch period and will help 
your child if they make arrangements first. We also have the homework club at noon.  

I expect things to be handed in on time as that is an expectation of life. If your child does not 
hand things in, you will be able to access it on Power Teacher to see their progress and accom-
plishments. By grade 8, your child needs to be responsible for themselves. They need to know 
that we want the best for them and that we are going to work together to help them but they 
must do their own work and do it on time. As their bosses, we don't want to have to fire them. :) 
Each child was given an agenda book and is expected to write all their assignments in the book. 
They are to bring it to every class and there is no need to say they didn't know when something 
was due. Please check the agenda book nightly. 

Once again, please read over the student course outlines and let me know if you have any ques-
tions or concerns.
