Assessment and Evaluation of Student Learning:
Middle Years Students

As the school year begins, RRSD and its teachers are committed to continuing the work already started
on current evaluation and assessment practices as outlined by Manitoba Education. The following are the
assessment and grading practices that will be adhered to by Grade 7 & 8 teaching staff at Tanners’
Crossing School.

« Grading will focus on curricular outcomes (outcome based learning) as determined by Manitoba
Education.

« Students need to demonstrate an understanding of the learning outcomes, and grades will be based on
students’ achievement of the stated outcomes in each course.

« Should there be insufficient evidence of achievement as a result of missing or incomplete assignments,
a student’s grade will be recorded as incomplete and no credit will be given until all assignments are
completed and assessed by the teacher. Hence, a mark of “0” for missing assignments will no longer be
issued. In other words, in order for a student to receive a grade for a course, he/ she needs to complete
all summative exams, tests, assignments, projects, etc.

« Given that a student will be required to complete all exams, tests, assignments, projects, etc., in order
to demonstrate understanding of the learning outcomes to receive a grade, exemptions will no longer be
granted.

Please note that there will be no scheduled mid-term exam period. If teachers choose to administer
mid-terms, they will be written during regular class time.

Grading guidelines are available at the school upon request.
